City acts to improve
Union Square infrastructure

Further development and improvement of existing sidewalks, bike lanes, and storm drains are all part of the
renovation plans recently implemented for the Union Square area.

In 2014, during his inaugural address, Mayor
Curatone promised to make Somerville “the
most bikeable, walkable and transit-accessible
community in the nation.” A recently approved
action for the renovation of Union square, will
make good on the mayor’s promises by improv-
ing sidewalks, constructing bike lanes, and im-
plementing environmentally conscious “Green
infrastructure.”

Almost 1,500 feet of storm drain will be in-
stalled in Union Square, as part of a broader
renovation campaign. The subterranean repairs
will transform a 100-year old combined sewage
line, carrying both runoff and waste, into a ded-
icated sewage line.

With solid waste taken care of, Union square’s
run off will be stored and redirected by a
new 800,000-gallon culvert,  Continued on page 4

'FLIP' turns Somerville upside down

Where can you find live music, hundreds of
craft vendors, community organizations, food
trucks, circus performers in the middle of the
street, free coffee, free ice cream, and people of
all ages walking on stilts throughout the closed-
off roads?

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It seems like the newly elected aldermen may be obstructing

the development in Union Square with the designated de-
veloper US2. The BOA is grandstanding in not allowing the
Somerville Redevelopment Authority to convey a small 7000
sq. ft. lot to US2. Our Revolution members, who hold a ma-
jority of the Union Square Neighborhood Council seats,
want to disrupt the negotiations of the community benefits
agreement. So the BOA is doing their bidding. The Our Rev-
olution resistance group makes up 13 of the 15 members on
the council. The problem is that even though US2 has a letter
of intent from a commercial lab science tenant, now because of
the vote there may be a risk that the science lab will go some-
place else and leave US2 without a tenant in the first phase
of the development.

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USNC designation

The Union Square Neigh-
borhood Council (USNC)
achieved designation by the city
as the neighborhood council for
the Union Square area on July 9.
The public hearing was held at
the City Hall Board of Alder-
men Chambers, where members
of the USNC presented on the
topic and were formally recog-
nized, after a deliberation pro-
cess took place.

The designated council will
be responsible for negotiating
a Community Benefits Agree-
ment (CBA) with the Union

Square  Master  Developer,
Union Square Station Associ-
ates (US2), as well as serving
as a voice for the community.
A CBA is a private contract be-
tween a developer and commu-
nity representatives, outlining
the benefits the developer will
offer the community in exchange

for support of the project. As

members of USNC explained,
there is currently no agreement
between the Union Square com-
munity and US2.

Public testimonies in re-
sponse to the presentation
were overwhelmingly positive,
as one individual stated, “We
need this kind of broad-based
community participation in
order for anything equitable
to be developed.” Other testi-
fiers expressed how the desig-
nation would fulfill a need for
a diverse and representative
body to speak on behalf of
Union Square in negotiations
with developers.

The USNC began as a Work-
ing Group and evolved into
an elected board of 15 with a
membership of over 700. Ac-
cording to the USNC, its mis-
sion is to “shape the future of
Union Square as an increasing-
ly inclusive and vibrant neigh-
borhood and commercial cen-

ter...” Its communication work

so far has included opening a
dialog with US2 and meeting
with Bow Street and Boynton
Yards developers.

The group has also sent let-

inclusive, and duly democratic
non-profit organization,” fulfill-
ing a corporate purpose, con-
ducting outreach, and upholding
ethical standards.

Market Basket meat snatcher nabbed

Police officers were dispatched
to the Market Basket store on
Somerville Ave. last Thursday
evening on reports of an un-
wanted person.

Upon arrival, the officers spoke
with the store manager, who
stated he was in the process of
watching a male, whom he had
known as James McKenna, in-
side the store. McKenna was

being watched because he was

allegedly known to have shop-
lifted from the store in the past.

The store manager was also
sure that McKenna was tres-
passed from the store, but could
not locate the legal document at
this time.

As police watched McKenna
on store surveillance, the store
manager explained how McK-
enna would enter the store, grab

a hand basket, then go through

the store selecting several items,
placing them in the basket. He
would then approach the front
end registers and just walk
through the line without paying
for the items, then jump into a
waiting motor vehicle outside
the store.

McKenna had disappeared
from view of the store surveil-
lance, but was located by a police

officer a short time later inside

the store. The hand basket he
was carrying was empty, but he
was carrying a Market Basket
brand recyclable lawn bag. In-
side the lawn bag were several
meat packages: two packages of
sitloin steak tips, one package of
rib steaks, one package of short
ribs, and two packages of sitloin
tips that police watched McKen-
na select earlier.

McKenna was placed under

arrest for concealing the mer-
chandise. He was escorted out
of the store, where he was placed
in the transport van and brought
back to the station, where he was
booked on a charge of shoplift-
ing by concealing merchandise.
A search of the aisle where
McKenna was stopped turned
up a package of lawn bags that
should have contained five bags,
but only four were found inside.

according to the project’s website.

Somerville Ave., Bow St., and Washing-
ton St. will all be effected and the project
is estimated to take around three and half
years to complete. However, the repairs
will result in increased storm water ca-
pacity as well as renewed water and sew-
age lines, according to the same source.

Above ground improvements include
wider sidewalks, a new bike lane and
green infrastructure. That essentially
means more trees. Although, street and
pipeline replacement will result in the
removal of 37 trees, 40 trees will be pre-
served and 50 more will be planted after
the renovation has finished.

Although trees can provide invaluable
filtration for water runoff, not all wildlife
is welcome in Somerville, according to
Ward 5 Alderman Mark Neidergang. A
weed called Black Swallow-Wort “threat-

ens monarch butterflies and songbirds
and displaces native plant communities
vital to insects, birds and other urban
wildlife,” he stated.

“It’s going to take over the plant life of
the entire city unless people being to be
vigilant about it,” Neidergang said.

The Somerville Garden Club is working
to control this plant through a movement
they call “Pod Patrol” Because of this
plant’s pervasiveness and resilience, Ward
6 Alderman Lance Davis urges Somer-
ville citizens to “get a plastic bag and go
pick the pods.”

The city is already moving to control
this invasive species with a resolution to
trim weeds along the railway fence along
Chester Avenue. If reader want to join
the fight against this damaging weed,
check out somervillegardenclub.org and

join the pod patrol.

The ongoing battle against the proliferation of the Black Swallow-Wort weed is also a matter of concern for
the city. Residents are encouraged to take part in the Somerville Garden Club's "Pod Patrol” effort.

OPIOIDS (H 4725)

House 147-0, approved and sent to the Senate a bill
aimed at combatting the opioid problem in the Bay
State by addressing opioid addiction, prevention and
treatment. The bill creates the Community-Based Be-
havioral Health Promotion and Prevention Trust Fund
to support evidence-based and evidence-informed pro-
grams for children and young adults; requires providers
to check the Prescription Monitoring Program prior to
issuing any prescription for a benzodiazepine; prohibits
discounts and rebates for prescription opiates; requires
electronic prescribing for all controlled substances, with
a few exceptions, effective January 1, 2020; and requires
facilities to accept MassHealth coverage on a non-dis-
criminatory basis.

Other provisions establish a statewide standing order
for Narcan, expanding access to this opioid overdose-re-
versing drug without an individual prescription; require
emergency rooms to have the protocols and capacity to
provide evidence-based interventions following an opi-
ate overdose, including medication-assisted treatment;
and establishes a 2-year pilot program to offer medica-
tion-assisted treatment at 6 prisons.

“The House of Representatives continued its stead-
fast commitment to dealing with the relentless public
health crisis of the opioid epidemic and the disease of
addiction,” said Rep. Denise Garlick (D-Needham) who
chairs the Committee on Mental Health, Substance Use

and Recovery and is also a nurse.

“Representatives are deeply committed and responsive
to the desperate need of individuals and families ravaged
by this disease and the communities strained by the de-
mands of providing services. The legislation looks to the
future and says that a focus on prevention in the com-
munity and strengthening and expanding the behavioral
health system will stem the tide.”

"It looks to the present and says, ‘we are in this battle
together to save lives through care and treatment, ad-
dressing the urgency that this is truly a life or death
issue throughout the commonwealth,” continued Gar-
lick. “Many of the resources in this bill will be available
immediately — removing barriers to desperately needed
care and giving individuals, families and communities
the tools they need, when they need them, where they
need them.”

STUDY AND DELAY 72-HOUR HOLD FOR
SOME PATIENTS (H 4725)

House 111-36, approved an amendment to replace a
proposal that would allow licensed medical professionals
or police officers to authorize the transporting of a pa-
tient to a substance use treatment facility for emergency
assessment and treatment for 72 hours when the patient
presents a risk of serious harm due to addiction and the
patient will not agree to voluntary treatment.

The amendment would replace the proposal with a
study of the efficacy of involuntary inpatient treatment

for non-court involved individuals diagnosed with sub-

stance use disorder. The study commission would report
back to the Legislature by July 1,2019.

The study amendment was proposed by Rep. Garlick.
“The commission is an example of the Legislature’s
thoughtful and proactive approach to the opioid epidem-
ic — not only by passing the best bill possible but also by
immediately exploring, in a deliberate way, if the pres-
ent system of involuntary care ... is effective, if it should
be expanded, and if there are regulations that could be
changed today to address this epidemic,” said Garlick.
“This work requires input from agencies, providers, the
recovery community, and other stakeholders to ensure
the commonwealth has a process that is mindful of stig-
ma and is compassionate and trauma-informed.”

“It’s disappointing to say the least that we are now go-
ing to do a study of this issue, after two other legislative
committees thought it was important enough to include
the 72-hour involuntary commitment language,” said
the 72-day hold proposal’s sponsor Rep. Brad Jones
(R-North Reading). “This is all about saving lives and
helping people overcome addiction. The sooner we can
get individuals into treatment, the sooner they can get
started on a path to recovery.”

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT (H 4714)

House 143-1, approved an economic development pack-
age that would authorize $50 million for a grant program
targeting coastal communities and create jobs in the mar-
itime economy sector; $300 million for the MassWorks
Infrastructure Program which provides a one-stop shop
for municipalities and other eligible public entities seek-
ing public infrastructure funding; and $12.5 million in
capital dollars for MassVentures to continue providing
competitive grants to Massachusetts-based companies
commercializing technologies.

The package also includes several tax breaks including
$20 million in credits for any projects designated as
an extraordinary economic development opportunity;
tax credits to businesses to occupy vacant storefronts
in downtown areas; and establishes a $2.5 million
Apprenticeship Tax Credit program for apprentice-
ships in computer occupations, healthcare and the
manufacturing industry.

Supporters said the bill would be a real shot in the arm
for the state by stimulating the economy, creating jobs
and making Massachusetts friendlier to business.

“This legislation encompasses a number of strategic poli-
cy measures designed to promote economic opportunity
across the Commonwealth and advance Massachusetts’
competitiveness in innovative and emerging industries,”
said Rep. Joe Wagner (D-Chicopee). “This bill reflects
a thoughtful approach by the House to strengthen the
state’s key sectors through an allocation of state resourc-
es for infrastructure upgrades, workforce development
and job creation.”

Rep. Denise Provost (D-Somerville), the lone oppo-
nent, said there were some good programs in the pack-
age, but they were packaged with big tax benefits for

the already-wealthy, making the whole bill became too
unpalatable for her.

“The federal government passed a tax bill putting $1.3
trillion in the hands of the wealthiest Americans, with
the premise that they would invest this windfall in eco-
nomic development — so they should,” said Provost.“This
bill asks Massachusetts taxpayers to fund a package of
new tax credits for investors, when many of those same
taxpayers will suffer financial loss from the federal tax
bill's $10,000 cap on the State and Local Tax (SALT)

deduction.”

SALES TAX HOLIDAY (H 4714)

House 127-18, approved an amendment allowing con-
sumers to buy most products that cost under $2,500 on
Saturday, August 11 and Sunday, August 12 without
paying the state's 6.25 percent sales tax.

Supporters of the bill said the holiday, which has been in
effect for many years, would boost retail sales and not-
ed that consumers would save millions of dollars. They
argued that the state’s sales tax revenue loss would be
offset by increased revenue from the meals and gas tax
revenue generated by shoppers on those two days.

Some opponents of the bill said the state cannot afford
the up to $30 million estimated revenue loss and argued
the holiday actually generates little additional revenue
for stores because consumers typically buy the products
even without the tax-free days. They said that the Legis-
lature should be looking at broader, deeper tax relief for
individuals and businesses and not a tiny tax-free holi-
day. Others said that legislators should not vote for this
tax holiday when they have not yet restored all the local
aid, education and other important program cuts made
over the past few years.

EDUCATION FUNDING (H 4730)

House 143-0, approved a bill that is a response to some
of the recommendations of the Foundation Budget Re-
view Commission that in 2015 reported that the current
school funding formula and system underestimates the

cost of education by $1 billion to $2 billion every year.

The 1993 Education Reform Act established a “Foun-
dation Budget” to make sure all school districts could
provide their students with a quality education

The bill provides some $500 million to school districts
over five years to help cover the increased costs associ-
ated with special education and the health benefits for
employees and retirees.

“This bill implements the findings and recommenda-
tions of the Foundation Budget Review Commission
by establishing a concrete schedule for the implementa-
tion of increases to the special education and employ-
ee benefits rates in the school funding formula and by

directing the commissioner to submit an implementa-
tion plan for the low-income and English learner incre-
ment changes identified by the commission’s report, said
Rep. Alice Peisch (D-Wellesley), the sponsor of the bill.
“As a co-chair of the commission, I strongly support the
recommendations and look forward to having a concrete
schedule in place for all of the recommended changes as
soon as possible.” Unlike the Senate version of the bill,
the House measure did not include plans to immediately
address and fund underfunded costs of cities and towns
tied to educating English language learners (ELL) and

low-income students.

Sen. Sonia Chang-Diaz (D-Boston) said that the state
created the Foundation Budget 25 years ago precisely to
help close the achievement and opportunity gaps.“Those
gaps have not narrowed in the quarter century since,”
said Chang-Diaz. “Yet, the House bill abandons the
commission’s recommendations that would target these
gaps, opting for yet another study ... How long should
poor children have to wait while we continue ‘studying,
rather than simply giving them the resources they need
to learn?”

A House-Senate conference committee will try to ham-

mer out a compromise version of the bill.)

1551) - A bill before the Senate Ways and Means Com-
mittee would allow cities and towns, with the approval
of local voters on a ballot question, to increase taxes on
payroll, sales, property, fuel, or vehicle excise tax. The
funds could be used only for transportation-related pur-
poses including maintaining, repairing, planning, oper-
ating, improving and constructing public transportation
and transit systems, including roads, bridges, bikeways
and pedestrian pathways. A city or town can act on its
own or join other cities and towns to form a regional

alliance and pool the revenue.

“Regional ballot initiatives, or RBIs, can help fund a
wide range of transportation projects, from roadways
and bike paths to all forms of public transit, including
commuter rail, light rail, and buses,” said Marc Draisen,
Executive Director of the Metropolitan Area Planning
Council (MAPC), the regional planning agency for
Greater Boston. “Putting locally-raised dollars toward
projects that directly benefit the community gives ev-
eryday tax payers a critical say in the future of their re-
gion.

HOW LONG WAS LAST WEEK'S SESSION?
Beacon Hill Roll Call tracks the length of time that the
House and Senate were in session each week. Many leg-
islators say that legislative sessions are only one aspect of
the Legislature's job and that a lot of important work is
done outside of the House and Senate chambers. They
note that their jobs also involve committee work, re-
search, constituent work and other matters that are im-
portant to their districts. Critics say that the Legislature
does not meet regularly or long enough to debate and
vote in public view on the thousands of pieces of legisla-
tion that have been filed. They note that the infrequency
and brief length of sessions are misguided and lead to it-
responsible late-night sessions and a mad rush to act on
dozens of bills in the days immediately preceding the end
of an annual session. During the week of July 9-13, the
House met for a total of 28 hours and 34 minutes while
the Senate met for a total of 14 hours and 41 minutes.

Boston City Council endorses Parents’ Bill of nghts

The Boston City Council voted
on Wednesday, July 11, to adopt
a resolution endorsing a Par-
ents’ Bill of Rights, which was
created by the Somerville-based
nonprofit Parenting Journey.
The Council also presented a
citation to the nonprofit’s Ex-
ecutive Director Imari Paris
Jeffries. Both the resolution
and citation were sponsored by
Boston City Councilor Ayanna
Pressley as part of her contin-
ued efforts to highlight the is-
sues affecting people of color,
immigrants, and people living
in high-poverty areas.

The Parents’ Bill of Rights was
developed by Parenting Jour-
ney’s Parent Advisory Council,
which is comprised of parents
and caregivers who participated
in at least one Parenting Jour-
ney program. The group of fam-
ily advocates created the Par-
ents’ Bill of Rights in response
to systemic barriers they have
all experienced, and dispropor-
tionately impact communities
of color, low-income families,
and immigrants.

“We're proud to create the
space for parents to develop as
social change leaders and ad-
vocate for themselves and their
communities. We appreciate
Councilor Pressley’s invitation
to address the City Council

because it is an opportunity to
shed light on the harsh realities
families in Greater Boston, and
all across our nation, are facing,”
said Paris Jeffries. “Half of the
children in America live in pov-
erty — that is unacceptable, and
families deserve better. At Par-
enting Journey we envision a
world where all families thrive,
but in order to realize this goal,
we need to start by acknowledg-
ing the systems that create in-
equity, and supporting policies
that seek to create opportunity
for all of us.”

The Parents’ Bill of Rights is a
platform to develop policies that
create a more equitable society
in which all families thrive and
to ensure that basic rights are
inherently embedded within our
communities. It states that “all
parents and caregivers deserve
to raise their children in vibrant
communities, deserve the ability
to support their families, and
deserve to raise their children
with the culture and values that
reflect their diversity.”

“The best policies to stabilize
and support our families are
community driven and govern-
ment endorsed,” said Councilor
Ayanna Pressley. “Our role in
government is to offer our hand
in partnership for organizations
like Parenting Journey who are

bringing stakeholders together
to uplift one another. I am hum-
bled to invite Parenting Journey
to the Boston City Council to
endorse their hard work and to
recognize their tireless leader,
Imari Paris Jefferies.”

Former Boston City Council-
or and Parenting Journey So-
cial and Family Justice Fellow
Tito Jackson collaborated with
the Parent Advisory Council to
create the Parents’ Bill of Rights
during his three-month fellow-
ship. The Parents’ Bill of Rights
will guide and inform the or-
ganization’s advocacy efforts to
seek greater opportunities for
all families. Parenting Journey is
working to spread these values,

so one day they will be nation-

ally-recognized principles for all
parents.

The Parent Advisory Coun-

Somerville responds to

National Grid worker lockout

The City of Somerville has issued a directive to staff in-
forming them that, to prevent potentially unsafe conditions
created by National Grid’s lockout of 1,200 workers in
Massachusetts, no non-emergency permit should be issued
to National Grid during this time without undergoing an

additional stringent review process.

Citing the concern that an “outside contractor under supervi-
sion of National Grid staff unfamiliar with our standard op-
erating procedures would likely create significant constituent
impacts and could potentially result in unsafe conditions,” the
directive sets a range of requirements and stipulates permits
undergo review “until we are confident that the execution of

the work will be fully in adherence to our standards.”

The directive goes on to state that, “through years of experience,
the gas company crews and their contractors have become fa-
miliar with our requirements, and we therefore have a comfort
level in issuing Occupancy Permits. The current situation with

National Grid, however, presents a changed condition.”

In many locations, including Somerville, the lockout has
resulted in a work stoppage for gas main relocation and re-
placement projects; however, in some locations, National
Grid is proceeding with work utilizing management staff

and outside contractors.

At this time, National Grid has no active work sites in
Somerville and has not requested to start any work. How-
ever, the directive has been put in to place for the event that
National Grid attempts to resume non-emergency work in

Somerville prior to the end of the lockout.
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Join Mayor Joseph A. Curtatone and the Somerville Police Department for Somerville’s 15th An-
nual National Night Out Against Crime and Drugs, hosted by Somerville Cares About Prevention
(SCAP).

National Night Out will take place on Tuesday, August 7, from 5:00 to 8:00 p.m. at Foss Park on
Broadway in East Somerville. The event will include fire, police, & EMT demonstrations, a presen-
tation from the Massachusetts State Police K-9 unit, performances by Teen Empowerment, youth
activities and games, and information tables from over thirty community partners.

“With this being my first year attending as the Prevention Services Manager, I'm looking forward
to seeing and meeting as many people as possible at the park,” said Somerville's new Prevention Ser-
vices Manager, Matthew Mitchell.

“National Night Out provides a great opportunity to bring law enforcement and community mem-
bers together under positive circumstances. We have invited many community partners to promote
and develop connections with the Somerville’s residents & emergency personnel.”

SCAP is a division of the City’s Health and Human Services Department.

In her latest book of poetry Gloria Mindock res-
urrects Francisco Franco, the one-time brutal dic-
tator of Spain. In previous works, Mindock has
provided descriptions of how dictatorships swim
in the blood of victims. In I Wish Francisco Franco
Would Love Me, Mindock uses Franco's obsessive-
ness with a voice that shouts for an end to the cru-

elty of dictatorships everywhere.

Here is Dictator, in which she tells readers about

Franco and his ongoing need to destroy people:

A dictator is not a spectator.
A spectator is not a dictator.

Why do you make everyone in Spain listen?

Some will betray you, rise-up.

You do not love!

You do not love!

Brutal Franco!

Brutal Franco!

You slob!

Messy in the heart. Kicking it out of your chest.

Even your heart knows you have secrets

cascading down into your pants.

Throats are slit today, bullets are fired, bombs
dropped.
Plaza’s preserved as killing fields.

Big man Franco leaves terror.

Too many Fathers are dead.
Never to hold their children again.
Killing in Bejar today ...

Fascist!

Randomly killing what suits you.

Mindock is a particulatly fine poet whose many
dark works awaken people to the evil conduct of
dictators, which is often minimized in history and
in the media, until the brave come forth to reveal
the excesses of violence:

In Les Milles, a young gitl raped at the age of ten

somehow survives and is rescued so

“One less surrounded by dark colored roses,/a

chill in the air and scars left on the face”

"Big Killer Franco — Men want to shoot you in

the back.? Turn your head towards them Franco./
Look them in the eye as they fire./But they don't
fire./You say, execute them and walk away./A grin

on your face.../Customary.”

*"Eranco murdered memories./ The dead converse

with their screams”

*’A hat falls on the ground boldly/hugging the
blood”

And in the poem Orbit Mindock describes the
aftermath of a bomb perfectly placed:

One bomb lunges

Chars the sunrise

Whispering graves now a museum
Scars left

Bones face the other planets

A planet showing what exile is

Mindock’s poetry is never to be taken lightly. It
thrives on blood, torture and evil individuals while
always letting the reader know that she is on the
side of the oppressed wherever they live. In Blood
Soaked Dresses and The Whiteness Of Bone she ad-
dressed the horrors of Central American dictator-
ships. And in this latest endeavor she reminds any-
one who may want to remember Francisco Franco
in some favorable fashion, that he was nothing

more than a brutal dictator.
